The film by Helen Hood Scheer with Scott B. Morgan will be followed by a live jump rope performance by four World Champion jumpers whose electrifying choreography and acrobatic feats have won numerous awards; a Q&A with the filmmaker and jumpers; and a free Jump Rope Workshop where local kids will be “taught the ropes” from the four pros.

JUMP! follows five teams of young people from around the U.S. who push their physical and psychological limits in pursuit of winning the World Rope Skipping Championship. The sport is part extreme athletics, part art form, and the kids create masterfully choreographed moves that burst with rhythm, sweat and originality. From daily drilling to explosive performances, these unexpected trailblazers reveal what makes them tick and what sets each apart. In the end, determination, rivalry, and collaboration converge with dramatic and unexpected results as the kids learn powerful character lessons that will forever change their lives. The film features an up-beat soundtrack shaped by DJ Garth Trinidad (host of KCRW’s Chocolate City) and original music by Matt Messina (Juno).
JUMP! is a powerful, energetic, and inspirational film about discovering what it truly means to be the best.
